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Synthetic Phonics Instruction with Total Physical Response Technique:

English Reading Aloud Instruction for Beginning Learners
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Abstract

This article aims to present the instructional process using synthetic phonics instruction with total
physical response technique for enhancing English word reading and remembering the meaning of word
for beginning learners. Synthetic phonics instruction supports students to learn the relationship between
the letters and sounds of each letter and enable students to blend phonemes into meaningful words
and read the words correctly. TPR is a teaching technique combining listening with physical movement
supports to remember the meaning of word. The instructional process consists of seven steps: 1) Warm-
up 2) Recognizing letter and sound 3) Understanding letter and sound relationships 4) Blending phonemes
5) Seementing phonemes in word 6) Understanding meaning of word and 7) Reading and identifying the

meaning of word.
