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The concept and theory of John Locke’s Empiricism
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Abstracts

The study of concepts and theories of Empiricism in the philosophy of John Locke found that
Empiricism in John Locke's philosophy is based on sensory and mental experiences. By way of external
senses come to be perceived by the internal senses directly the so-called "empirical knowledge" in a
logical way, and by divine revelation. It is the substance of the world, God's condition and to prove the
existence of God. There are three types of the truth in the world: the substance, spiritual and God that
can be perceived by the senses as perfection is the instant knowledge of the speech. No need for other
truths to support. Knowing, living, proofing with truth is easier and more acceptable. Know your unit only
with sensory experience. Knowledge is useful but also proves to be unstable. And without direct experience
and religious knowledge is a matter of faith. There is evidence that it comes from the Lord of the Touch.

‘Mind and body’. So, Locke sees that experience is a source of true knowledge, it is based on three main
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causes and effects: (1) thoughts arising from external experiences into the impact on the inside, such as
eyes, ears, nose, tongue and body, etc. This kind of thinking is not sure whether to educate the truth or
not. (2) the mental thought created by the way By inference Speculate or guess. This kind of thinking

cannot always be true (3) first thinking or the idea that comes first, called "collective wisdom or wisdom"

can provide real knowledge, etc.
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
